THE ACCEPTABLE YEAR OF THE LORD 
 On November 2-11, I was privileged to once again travel to Israel.  We visited many Biblical sites, and one of them was the 

area of Nazareth.  This is the place where Gabriel announced the “7 Shalls of Messianic Prophecy” recorded in Luke’s Gospel – 

“Thou shalt conceive a son”, “Thou Shalt call his name JESUS”, “He shall be great”, “He shall be called the Son of the Highest”, 

“The Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David”, “He shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever”, “And of his 

kingdom there shall be no end.” 

 It is also the place where Jesus read from Isaiah 61.  Jesus read aloud, “The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the 

LORD hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to 

the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound; To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD…”  Luke wrote, 

“And he closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were 

fastened on him.” Then Jesus said, “This day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears” (Luke 4:18-19).   

 Why did Jesus stop in the middle of Isaiah 61:3?  The reason is because His FIRST ADVENT provided salvation for all 

men– His death, burial, and resurrection did this!  Today IS the “acceptable day of the Lord!”  Jesus came to seek and to save that 

which was lost.  He came to “taste death for all men.” 

 The remainder of Isaiah 61:2-3 deals with His SECOND 

COMING when Messiah Yeshua will deliver Israel at the end of the 

Tribulation.  Isaiah 61:2b-3 says, “…and the day of vengeance of our 

God; to comfort all that mourn; To appoint unto them that mourn in 

Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the 

garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called 

trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be 

glorified.” 

 May all of us who KNOW JESUS CHRIST be inclined to 

“proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD” during the Christmas 

season and remainder of our lives!
